C. General Terms and Conditions

1) Terms of Use

1.1 The Regenerative Organic Alliance owns the Regenerative Organic Certified® Standard and all marks, seals
and all other trademarks, certification seals, logos, or any other proprietary designations owned by the
Regenerative Organic Alliance and used to indicate that a product is certified per ROA’s guidelines found in the
Regenerative Organic Certified® Framework. Any use by the Organization of the Regenerative Organic Certified®
Marks must comply with the terms of the Labeling Guidelines & Terms of Use, provided to Licensed
Organizations by ROA.

2) Terminations
2.1 This Agreement may be terminated by the ROA with or without cause.

2.2 Termination Process: Upon termination, the Organization’s participation in the ROA Membership program and
any use of ROA Membership assets, including logos, brand marks, or any other proprietary designations owned by
the Regenerative Organic Alliance, will be suspended.

2.3 Upon termination, Outstanding fees remain due and payable.

2.4 Termination of Membership due to Non-payment: Membership benefits may be suspended for nonpayment
beyond 60 days.

2.5 If the Organization terminates this Agreement by withdrawing from the ROA’s Membership program, the
Termination Process set out above will apply.

3) Transparency and Confidentiality

3.1 The Organization authorizes the ROA to list public summary business information via the ROA Online Directory.
In addition, the Organization authorizes the listing of products, certified crops, and services in the Regenerative
Organic Certified® Online Directory.

3.2 The Organization authorizes the ROA or its partners to use data collected or provided by or about the
Organization to prepare and publish analyses, reports, and performance or risk metrics. All data collected shall be
published in the aggregate and anonymized in a way that the Organization shall not be identified, except for data

such as brand name, product name, product package size, UPC, product claims, and other information
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related to product identification.

3.3 Other than as set forth in the above section, neither party to this Agreement shall disclose or publish any
information identified as confidential by the party furnishing it without the furnishing party’s consent.
Confidentiality obligations shall survive for three (3) years after termination of this Agreement.

D. Payment & Fees

1) Registration Fee
The ROA will assess an annual Registration fee of $500.00, or an annual Membership fee of $1,000 based upon
the anniversary of the acceptance of the membership application.

2) Payment Due
The ROA will invoice to the Organization for their Membership fee on an annual basis at the rate set forth by the
ROA. Invoices must be paid within thirty (30) days.

3) Late Fees
Payments not received within sixty (60) days from the date of invoice may be charged with a late fee of 3.0% per
month until the payment is received.

4) Termination of Membership due to Non-payment
Membership benefits may be suspended for nonpayment beyond 60 days.

4) Currency
All payments or fees paid to the ROA must be paid by the Organization in U.S. Dollars.

5) Bank Charges
The Organization is responsible for any cost associated with remitting payment to the ROA. The ROA will not
accept any fee or invoice deductions to cover bank charges.
